Assessment Forms. It should be noted that this action, a classified Type | Action, previously completed a coordinated State Environmental Quality Review
(SEQR). The Town Board made a determination of non-significance and filed the Negative Declaration for that Project. That project is now being revised
as a portion of the realignment of the water transmission main, located in the Town of Canandaigua, has shifted further to the east (see attached plan).
The realigned water transmission main is shifted to the east to follow the future Purdy Road Extension project (to be completed by others). This revision
results in less disturbance to the identified freshwater wetlands located within the project property and, therefore, eliminates any potential adverse impact
to the identified freshwater wetlands. Otherwise, the project's description of disturbances remains the same as it did with the previous project completed in
2017.
